" Apple Barrel Colors @ Craft Paint:

Antique White, White, Black, Crimson, Pink

" 2 white pom poms or cotton ball

"% red pom poms

" Westrim Crafts® 38mm curly chenille

" Faux white craft fur

" White plain or glittery felt

" Craft foam pre-cut mittens: red or green (optional)

" Toothpick

" Sponge

" Paper

" Cool glue gun and glue sticks

" Scissors

" Pencil with new eraser

" Paint brushes

" Paper plate (for palette)

" Paper towels

How to Make

9 1. Remove the label and clean and dry inside of the
bottle.

2. Trace and cut out pattern for Santas beard out of the
faux

fur. Cut out the faux fur beard.

3. To paint the face of Santa onto the bottle use the
antique

white paint. Paint in a long oval shape from the bottom of
the neck to the top of the first ribbed line. Let dry.

4. Dip eraser end of pencil into the black paint and touch
painted face for the eyes. Let dry. Dip end of a toothpick
into the white paint and place a dot on the black painted
area for the eyes.

5. Using a small part of a sponge dip it into the pink paint
and

dab onto the face area for checks. Let dry. Dip end of a
toothpick into the white paint and place three dots on the
pink painted area for the checks.

6. Paint an eyebrow over each eye. Let dry.

7. Paint a small mouth with the crimson paint. (Once your
project is completed it might be hard to see the mouth.)
Let

dry.

8. Glue on red pom pom for nose with cool glue.

9. With cool glue, glue on white pom pom (or cotton ball)
on the end of

the red cap (be careful as not to glue the lid shut).

10. Glue, with cool glue, felt strip around the neck of the
bottle

(be careful not to glue the felt to the lid).

11. Glue, with cool glue, the faux beard to the bottom of
the face

area, just above the first rib.

12. Glue, with cool glue, the mittens onto the beard.

13. Glue, with cool glue, the mustache just under the pom

nose.

14. Using a funnel fill your bottle with hot chocolate mix.

The firefighters plan to help build a chapel and work
on other Little Sioux project.

Foundation, and works to memorialize all those who
died in New York City.
